Gandhinagar: Inaugurating
a nano DAP (diammonium
phosphate liquid) manufactu-
ring plant at the Indian Far-
mers Fertilizer Cooperative
Limited’s (IFFCO) unit at Ka-
lol in the district on Tuesday,
Union home minister Amit
Shah said that the use of nano
urea will help farmers to
switch to natural farming wit-
hout compromising on the
farm output.

“When a list of the biggest
experiments in the field of ag-
riculture will be prepared 10
years from now, I can say with
certainty that IFFCO’s nano
urea and nano DAP will find a

place in 1t,” Shah said after in-
augurating the plant and ad-
ded that it was important for
farmers to shift from fertili-
zer-based farming to natural
farming. “If you want to move
towards natural farming wit-
hout reducing the production
for three years (the period nee-
ded to prepare the soil for such
farming), then use nano urea
and nano DAE"” Shah said. Na-
no urea does not percolate into
the ground, and hence it does
not harm earthworms, an im-
portant part of the natural far-
ming system, he said.

AHMEDABAD: The previous gov-
ernment ignored both farmers
and farming for years, but a sig-
nificant shift happened under
the leadership of Prime Minister
Narendra Modi, with a five-fold
increase in the country’s budget
on agriculture sector, Union
home and cooperation minister
Amit Shah said on Tuesday.

He was addressing a gathering
after inaugurating India’s first
nano DAP (diammonium phos-
phate liquid) manufacturing
plant at the Indian Farmers Fer-
tiliser Cooperative Limited’s
(IFFCO) unit at Kalol in Ahmeda-
bad district.

“In our country 60% people
are engaged in farming and
about 60% of the country’s land
is suitable for agriculture. How-
ever, for a very long time, farm-
ers and farming activities have

been neglected in our country,”
Shah said.

Before the Modi government
came to power at the Centre, the
budget for farmers was 322,000
crore in 2013-14, he said. “Pres-
ently, Narendra bhai has made a
budgetary provision of 31,22,000
crore for farmers for 2023-24.
Back then, only 7 lakh [700,000]
farmers were given farm loans.
In 2023-24, 19 lakh [1.9 million]
farmers have already availed
farmloans.”

Accusing the previous govern-
ment of ignoring both farmers
and farming for years, Shah said,

“PM Modi ensured that when
there was a rise in the cost of fer-
tiliser after the Covid-19 pan-
demic, the burden was not passed
onto farmers. The result was that
the subsidy on fertilisers rose
from 73,000 crore in 2013-14 to
%2.55 lakh crore, which was paid
by the government.”

The production of cereals,
Shah said, has increased from
323 million tonnes in 2013-14 to
665 million tonnes at present
under the Modi government. The
minimum support price for rice,
wheat and millet has seen 68%,
62.5% and 68% rise in 2023-24,
respectively, as compared to
2013-14.

Addressing farmers, the
Union minister said the need of
the hour was to reduce the use of
urea and move towards natural
farming. He said while the shift
to natural farming involves nur-
turing earthworms, a process
that typically takes 2-3 years and
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may lead to a decline in produc-
tion, there is a viable alternative.
“If farmers aspire to embrace
natural farming without com-
promising crop yield for three
years, they can employ nano
urea and nano DAP while incor-
porating cow dung into farming
practices, which encourages the
thriving of earthworms,” he said.
“By following this approach, in
just two years, you can seam-
lessly transition to natural farm-
ing without any loss in crop pro-
ductivity.”

In a bid to enhance India’s self-
sufficiency in the fertiliser sector,
IFFCO’s Nano DAP (Liquid)
boasts an 8% nitrogen and 16%
phosphorus composition, pro-
viding a cost-effective alternative
to the conventional 50 kg bag of
DAP, which is presently priced at
31,350 for farmers.

IFFCO has registered for a
long-term patent on its nano
urea and nano DAP, Shah said.

UNION Home Minister and
Minister of Cooperation, Amit
Shah, strongly criticised previ-
ous administrations, asserting
that they had severely mistreat-
ed Indian farmers. Speaking at
the inauguration of India’s
first IFFCO Nano DAP (liquid)
manufacturing unit in Kalol,
Gujarat, Amit Shah highlight-
ed the stark differences be-
tween the agriculture budgets
of prior governments and the
current Modi government.

Shah emphasised the sub-
stantial increase in support for
farmers under Prime Minister
Modi’s leadership, stating, “Be-
fore Prime Minister Modi as-
sumed office in 2014, the budget
for farmers was a mere Rs
22,000 crore, whereas the Modi
government’s budget for 2022-
23 stands at Rs 1,22,000 crore.”
This reflects a remarkable in-
crease of onelakh crore rupees,
demonstrating the govern-
ment’s unwavering commit-
ment to farmers’ welfare.

He also underlined the gov-
ernment’s extensive support
for agricultural loans, compar-
ing the mesahseven lakh crore
rupees in 2013-14 to the sub-
stantial 19 lakh crore rupees
provided by the Modi govern-
ment in 2023-24.

Amit Shah did not stop there;
he shed light on the Minimum
Support Price (MSP) for agri-
cultural products, stating, “Un-
der previous governments, the
MSP for rice was a mere Rs
1310, but the Modi government
raised it to Rs 2203, marking a
significant 68 % increase. Simi-
larly, the MSP for wheat was Rs
1,400, which has now been in-
creased to Rs 2275, and pearl
millet (Bajra) saw an increase
from Rs 1250 to 2500 rupees, a
whopping 100% rise.”

Shah also commended the
government’s responsiveness
during the pandemic, noting
that they did not burden farm-
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ers with additional expenses
when global fertilizer prices
surged. He explained, “In 2013-
14, the fertilizer subsidy
amounted to 73,000 crores, but
this will increase to 2,55,000
crore rupees in 2022-23.”

Apart from this event, Amit
Shah participated in several
other programs, including lay-
ing the foundation stone for a
sports complex in Gandhina-
gar and initiating various de-
velopment projects in Sanand.
On a different occasion, he also
joined the ‘Raas Garba’ celebra-
tions in Ahmedabad, as devo-
tees celebrated Navratri by
worshiping Goddess Durga.

New Delhi: Union home and
cooperation minister Amit
Shah on Monday said the
newly-established National
Cooperative Exports Ltd
(NCEL) has bagged orders
worth Rs 7,000 crore so
far and will share at least
50% of its profit with mem-
ber farmers over and above
the minimum support price
of their produce.
Addressing a national
symposium on cooperative
exports, Shahsaid the NCEL,
which would help coopera-
tive societies tap the global
export market and handhold
them to produce and manu-
facture products that comply
with international stan-
dards, is also negotiating or-
ders worth Rs 15,000 crore.
He underlined that the
NCEL was launched in the
cooperative sector in Janu-

ary with six objectives: in-
creasingexports, prospering
the farmer, changing the
crop pattern, providing a
global market for organic
products, gaining a place for
Indiain the global market for
biofuel, and strengthening
the cooperative sector.

Shah said the move will
enable two crore farmers to

declare their land natural by
2027, in sync with Prime
Minister Narendra Modi’s
initiatives to promote natu-
ral farming in the country.
Theministerlaunched the
logo, website and brochure of
the cooperative export body.
Currently, there are about
eight lakh cooperative socie-
ties in the country with more
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than 29 crore members.

Explaining how the prof-
its from exports would reach
directly to farmers through
NCEL, Shah said first the
procurement will be done
fromthe farmerat minimum
support price (MSP) and
then after the balance sheet
of six months is prepared,
50% of the profit in addition
to the payment made as per
MSP, will go directly to the
bank accountof the farmers.

“Be it wheat, sugar or milk
products, farmers do not get
anything at present. NCEL
will share at least 50% of the
profit withfarmers... This will
also increase the enthusiasm
of farmers towards increas-
ing exportable production,”
said Shah, asserting that
there is a huge global demand
for domestically produced
items like milk products, ma-
sala, ethanol, zeera, isabgol,
and organic products.

NCEL begins exporting white rice

The newly set-up Indian co-
operative export body Na-
tional Cooperative Exports
Ltd (NCEL) has begun to
execute its non-basmati
white rice orders by ship-
ping its first consignments
to Mauritius.

Of the 14,000 tonnes per-
mitted by the Indian gov-
ernment to be exported to
the east African nations,
NCEL has shipped 3,950
tonnes so far, data made
available to businessline
showed.

These shipments have
been done at $483.23 a
tonne to Mauritius State
Trading Corporation under
a  government-to-govern-
ment (G2G) deal. However,
the landed cost, including
cost, insurance and freight,
is $548.33 a tonne.

On Monday, Union Home
and Cooperation Minister
Amit Shah said NCEL has

got export orders worth
7,000 crore, while orders
worth 15,000 crore are un-
der negotiations. At least 50
per cent of the export
profits of NCEL will go to
farmers, he told a national
symposium on cooperative
exports.

NO EXPORT DUTY
Mauritius was among the
initial three countries —
Bhutan and Singapore being
the other — which were per-
mitted by the Centre to buy
non-basmati Indian rice un-
der G2G deals. The Direct-
orate-General of Foreign
Trade issued the permits on
August 30. No export duty
has been imposed on these
consignments.

While imposing a ban on
export of non-basmati white
rice on July 20, the Centre
said it would permit G2G
exports to ensure food se-
curity of vulnerable nations.
In the case of Singapore, ex-
ports were permitted in
view of India’s good rela-

tions with it. “For a startup
and nascent organisation
such as NCEL, this is an ex-
cellent start. Having said
that, the global rice trade is
a supplier market now.
NCEL could have used the
opportunity to sell the rice
at a higher price,” said S
Chandrasekaran, a trade
analyst.

SALES AT DISCOUNT

He said the cooperative ex-
port body could have in-
creased the prices by at least
$75 a tonne in the consign-
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ments sent to Mauritius.
“Each additional dollar
earnings of NCEL will en-
hance the income of farm-
ers,” the trade analyst said.

Indian rice was sold at a
discount to Thai rice, while
shipping charges were $28/
tonne to Port Louis from
Mundra compared with $69
from Bangkok to Port
Louis.

“NCEL should look for
higher margin spread for
each market unless it de-
cides its pricing based on
food security of importing
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nations and diplomatic con-
siderations,”
Chandrasekaran said.

Currently, Thailand is
quoting $583 a tonne for 5
per cent broken white rice,
while 25 per cent broken is
quoted at $558.

However, a section of ex-
porters are aggrieved that
shippers are not being al-
lowed to export. “We have
made investments in men
and machines. It should not
be wasted,” said a South-
based exporter, speaking on
the condition of anonymity.

Chandrasekaran sugges-
ted amendment in para-
graph 2.01 of Foreign Trade
Policy (FTP) to include
NCEL in the list of appendix
to avoid legal problems.

“Though every notifica-
tion of DGFT relating to
white rice export permitted
through NCEL reads in ac-
cordance to the 2.01 of the
Foreign Trade Policy, 2023,
NCEL is not in the list of
Appendix 2J of FTP,” he
said.
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
