PM launches 1.2L cr grain
storage plan, world’s largest

New Delhi: PM Modi on Sat-
urday inaugurated and laid
foundation stone of multiple
initiatives, including a pilot
project for world’s largest
grain storage plan for coop-
erative sector, and said mod-
ernisation of agriculture
systems is must for making
India a developed country.

Currently, there exists a
huge gap between grain pro-
ductionand storage capacity
in the country. Data shows
that storage capacity with
regards to foodgrain produc-
tion is only 47% in India,
whereas it is 161% in the US,
149% in Brazil, 130% in Cana-
daand107% in China.

Other key projects, whose
foundation stones the PM
laid, include additional 500
primary agricultural credit
societies (PACS) for construc-
tion of godowns and other
agri-infrastructure. He also
inaugurated a project for
computerisation in 18,000
PACS under overall digitali-
sation plan with a financial
outlay of Rs2,500 crore.

The pilot project of mega
storage plan is being carried
out in 11 PACS in 11 states —
Uttar Pradesh (Mirzapur),
Madhya Pradesh (Balaghat),
Tamil Nadu (Theni), Tripu-
ra (Gomati), Uttarakhand
(Dehradun), Rajasthan (Sri
Ganganagar), Maharashtra
(Amravati), Assam (Kam-
rup), Gujarat (Ahmedabad),
Karnataka (Bidar) and Te-
langana (Karimnagar).
Thousands of PACS from
across the country will join
it in the next couple of years
with an aim to reach 100%
storage capacity before 2027.

Pointing to the losses in-
curred by farmers due to
lack of storage infrastruc-
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ture, the PM drew attention
tothe world’s largest storage
plan of 700 lakh metric ton-
nesm which is to be complet-
ed in the next five years at a
costof Rs1.21akh crore.

The PM underlined that
the move would enable farm-
ers to store their produce
andsellitattherighttimeac-
cording to their own needs
while also helping to avail
loans from banks.

Co-operatives can convert an ordin-
ary system related to daily life into a
huge industry system, Prime Minister
Narendra Modi said on Saturday.

Inan event to launch multiple initi-
atives for the co-operative sector, the
Prime Minister explained that a large
task can be accomplished if smaller
resources are put together and said
that this model was followed in the
ancient system of villages in India.
“Co-operatives were the foundations
of India’s Atmanirbhar society. It is
not just any system, but a belief, a
spirit,” Modi said, highlighting that
this spirit of co-operatives is beyond
the boundaries of systems and re-
sources and produces exceptional
results.

into a huge industrial system, and a
proven result of the changing face of
the rural and agricultural economy,”
Modisaid.

As part of a pilot project for the
‘World’s largest grain storage plan in
the co-operative sector’, the PM in-
augurated 11 godowns in primary ag-
ricultural credit societies (PACS) in
as many States. Under the pro-
gramme, 700 lakh tonnes of storage
capacity will be created over the next
five years in the cooperative sector.
He also laid the foundation for
godowns and other agri infrastruc-

ture in 500 more PACS. “Today, we
have launched the world’s largest
storage scheme for our farmers. Un-
der this, thousands of warehouses
and godowns will be constructed
across the country,” he said.

TRANSPARENCY IN POLLS

Modi also emphasised the import-
ance of transparency in the election
system in co-operatives, saying this
would encourage more participation
of people in the co-operative move-
ment. The Prime Minister talked
about various initiatives taken by the

government in the last 10 years for
the growth of the co-operative sector
aspartofits vision of ‘Sahakar se Sam-
ridhi’, and highlighted the creation of
aspecificministry for the sector.

Modi said the Multi-State Cooper-
ative Societies Act has been amended
and PACS are being computerised.
The Prime Minister also inaugurated
a project for computerisation of
18,000 PACS across the country.

Referring to farmer producer or-
ganisations (FPOs), Modi said small
farmers are becoming entrepreneurs
and even exporting. “We had set atar-
get of establishing 10,000 FPOs. We
have already set up 8,000. Their suc-
cess is being discussed at the global
level now. Fishery and animal hus-
bandry sectors are also benefiting
from the co-operatives,” he said.

Earlier, Cooperation Minister Amit
Shah said the world’s largest grain
storage scheme would help create ca-
pacities for storing 100 per cent of In-
dia’s production. He said the compu-
terisation of 30,000 more PACS
would be completed before the gen-
eral elections.
