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Shah’s big push for coop sector

Minister says govt to set up 2 lakh new farm credit societies to empower rural communities

UNION Home Minister Amit
Shah on Tuesday said the Modi
government was set to estab-
lish 2 lakh new Primary Agri-
cultural Credit Societies
(PACS), marking a major step
to strengthen India’s coopera-
tive sector and empower rural
communities.

Speaking at the diamond ju-
bilee of the National Dairy De-
velopment Board (NDDB) and
the birth anniversary of Amul
founder Tribhuvandas Patel,
Shah announced the Modi gov-
ernment’s upcoming initiative
to strengthen cooperative
framework. “The government
is set to establish 2 lakh new
PACS. This will significantly
enhance the strength and reach
of all entities within the coop-
erative sector, further empow-
ering farmers and rural com-
munities,” said Shah.

Out of 8 crore rural families
engaged in dairy farming
across the country, 6.5 crore re-
main outside the cooperative
sector, said the Union Home
Minister. As a result, these
farmers are unable to receive
the full value of their milk pro-
duction. Shah urged the NDDB
to take proactive steps to en-
sure these farmers are inte-
grated into the cooperative sys-
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tem, enabling them to secure
fair pricing for their produce.
The minister emphasized the
need to expand the cooperative
sector’sreach. “Currently, only
1.5 crore dairy farmers are part
of the cooperative system,”
Shah noted. “Iurge NDDB
to work towards bring-
ing all 8 crore dairy
farmers into the coop-
erative fold so that they
can receive fair prices
for their produce and
prevent exploitation.”
The Gandhinagar MP re-
called that Prime Minister Lal
Bahadur Shastri had visited
Amul in 1964 and decided that
farmers across the country
benefit from the idea, concept
and the successful experiment,
leading to the foundation of

NDDB in Anand.

Shah noted that the products
of Amul and NDDB are not
adulterated because these or-
ganisations are owned by
farmers.

Shah also paid tributes to

Tribhuvandas Patel, laud-
ing his pivotal role in es-
tablishing NDDB and
empowering India’s
poor farmers, particu-
larly women. “Tribhu-
vandas Patel’s efforts
have laid the foundation
for a movement that continues
to uplift our farmers,”
Shah remarked. “Today, the
cooperative movement has
made a remarkable contribu-
tion to the empowerment of
women farmers across the
country,” he said.
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India beats US to become
largest producer of milk

Home Minister Amit Shah said
India is the world’s biggest milk
producer today. With the 231
million ton production, India has
left the US behind to become
number one in the world. With a
growth rate of 6% against 2%
in the world, it will sustain,”
said Shah. He said many state
governments have signed

MoUs with NDDB. While work

is progressing well, it needs to
be expedited.

The Home Minister empha-
sized the country’s dominance
in the dairy sector, saying India
is now the world’s largest milk
producer, with an annual pro-
duction of 231 million tonnes,
surpassing even the US. This
remarkable growth is projected
to continue at an annual rate of
6%, significantly higher than
the global average of 2%.”

Shah recalled the injustice
faced by farmers in Anand at
the hands of Paulson Dairy.
“Years ago, Paulson Dairy
wronged the farmers of Anand,
prompting Tribhuvandas Patel
to take up the issue with Sardar
Vallabhbhai Patel,” Shah said.
“Under Sardar Patel’s guid-
ance, Tribhuvandas Patel
formed a cooperative, bringing
together 2 crore farmers.”

WITH A FOCUS on “providing
unadulterated milk” to citizens,
Union home and cooperation min-
ister Amit Shah on Mondaysaid that
adetailed plan forWhite Revolution
2.0 has been “readied” to bring all
80 million milk-producing farmers
of the countryunderthe purview of
the cooperative National Dairy
Development Board (NDDB).

Shah was in Anand in Gujarat to
attend the diamond jubilee celebra-
tions of NDDB as well as the birth
anniversary of Tribhuvandas Patel,
the founder of India’s cooperative
movement, who established the
Kaira District Co-operative Milk Pro-
ducers’ Union Limited known as
“Amul”.Shah also cited the contribu-
tion of “hardworking” former Prime
Minister Lal Bahadur Shastri in set-
ting up the NDDB to “replicate the
success of Amulacross the country”.

He added that the Amul brand of
the cooperative has a“number one
world ranking”, which is a feat. “It is
not easy fora cooperative to market
products and face stiff competition
from corporations... Yet, of the 80
millionmilk farmersinIndia, 15 mil-
lion farmers are directly associated
with the cooperative,and as part of
White Revolution 2.0,weaimtobring
the remaining 60 million farmers
under it —which is essential for pro-
viding pure milk to people.”

Shah said that the only reason
that NDDB had been able to provide
unadulterated milk to consumers
was thatithad “no owner”.Shah said,
“The trust of Amul is that the milk is
not mixed with urea and it has also
enriched the health of children ...
Milk of the NDDB is unadulterated
because it does not have an owner
who thinks of his vested interests.”

Shah laid the foundation stone of
a new NDDB office building,
launched Gir Ghee from Mother
Dairy and Badri Ghee from Uttarak-
hand Cooperative Dairy Federationas
well as other projects including
Mother Dairy’s fruit and vegetable
processing plant in Itola, Vadodara,
and IDMC’s polyfilm plant in Delhi.
