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Centre to roll out co-op insurance
service to generate rural jobs: Shah

Ahmedabad: Union home and
cooperation minister Amit
Shah Thursday said the Cen-
tre would soon roll out
Sahkari Insurance Ser-
vices as part of a wider
push to strengthen the
cooperative sector and
expand its contribution
to the country's GDP
“Weare also bringing a cooper-
ative insurance service —
whether it's health insurance,
life insurance, agriculture or
accident insurance. In every
village, three young people will

work as ambassadors for coop-
erative insurance. We want to
strengthen the cooperative sec-
toracrossthe country,” hesaid.

Shah said cooperative-led
services such as Sahaka-
ri Taxi, currently on
trial in Delhi with 51,000
registered drivers, will
be scaled up nationally,
and cooperative insur-
ance is expected to gen-

erate employment for at least

three youths in every village.
Speaking after inaugurat-
ing the two-day Earth
Summit 2025-26 and Con-
vention Centre in Gandhi-

nagar, Shah said, “The govt is
working on aroadmap to triple
the cooperative sector's share
in the economy by creating one
cooperative institution in ev-
ery panchayvat and increasing
active cooperative member-
ship to more than 50 crore.”
“The Centre under PM Modi's
leadership has tripled the com-
bined budget of the rural devel-
opment, agriculture and coop-
eration ministries, fromRs1.02
lakh crore in 2014 toover Rs 3.15
lakh crore in 2025-26,” he said.

GANDHINAGAR: Union
Home minister Amit Shah inau-
gurated the EARTH Summit
2025 in Gandhinagar, giving a
big fillip to the country’s march
towards digitally empowered
rural development and a robust
cooperative ecosystem.

Being held by NABARD, the
summit on rural innovation is
intended to create a modern,
technology-driven cooperative
framework to achieve the vision
of Gram Swaraj.

Addressing the gathering,
the minister said the summit
is part of a three-part national
initiative aimed at revitalising
agriculture, animal husbandry
and cooperatives—sectors he
called the backbone of the coun-
try’s rural economy.

He added that since 2014,
the combined budget of the
ministries of rural develop-
ment, agriculture and coop-
eration has tripled to over Rs
3.15 lakh crore, reflecting the
prioritisation given by the govt
towards rural growth,

He said every Panchayat will
get a PACS and that the contri-
bution of the cooperative sector
to GDP is targeted to be tripled.

In addition, Amit Shah
also said, “Sahkar Saarathi” is
the newly launched platform
by NABARD, which will offer
rural banks cutting-edge digi-
tal services at no cost, covering
end-to-end operation in KYC,
loan disbursal and recovery.
Farmers holding Kisan Credit
Cards will soon get world-class
digital banking features like
premium credit cards.

Shah noted that the newly-
launched Sahakar Taxi service
is poised to become the largest
cooperative taxi company in the
country in the next two years,

and said nearly 51,000 drivers
have already registered since its
pilot launch.

The inauguration of 14 dig-
ital services inter alia includes
Sahakar Setu: a single-window
online loan portal; digiKCC:
a fully digitised KCC; ePACS:
ERP for 25,000 PACS:; and the
Cooperative Governance Index:
the first-ever governance index
for assessing the governance
of cooperative banks in the
country.

The portal related to the
World’s Largest Grain Stor-
age Plan was also inaugurated
to monitor national storage
infrastructure.

For cybersecurity and com-
pliance strengthening, plat-
forms such as CISO Sarathi,
CBS Sarathi, and Regula-
tory Compliance Sarathi were
introduced, along with Shik-
sha Sarathi for staff training
and collaborative networks for
CTOs and CISOs. Al-driven
Cross Sell Sarathi, Campaign
Sarathi, and the unified collec-
tions call-centre system were
also launched.
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Sahakar Taxi will become
India’s biggest ride-hailing
firm in 2 years: Amit Shah

The newly-formed Sahakar
Taxi Cooperative Ltd will be-
come the biggest ride-hailing
company in India in the next
two years, said Amit Shah,
Union Minister for Home
and Cooperation.

“We  have launched
Sahakar Taxi, which will op-
erate as a cooperative and
become the largest taxi com-
pany of this country in the
next two years. We have not
opened it to public yet. Trials
are being conducted in Delhi,
where 51,000 drivers have
been registered,” he said at
the inaugural of Earth Sum-
mit 2025 in Gandhinagar.

On the rising acceptance
of natural farming among
farmers, Shah said, “Over 49
lakh farmers have taken up

natural farming. They have
the certification for organic
produce being grown in their
farms.”

He said the government,
along with Bharat Organics
and Amul Organics, is devel-
oping a chain of laboratories
to provide international
standards testing for the
produce and farms.

“Bharat Organics and
Amul Organics are selling 40
organic food items from
their portals,” he added.

Union Minister  for
Cooperation Amit Shah on
Friday said as part of its ‘def-
inite strategy’, the
Government aims to triple the
contribution of the coopera-
tive sector to the country's
GDP in the next few years and
create more than 50 crore
active cooperative members.

The Government has also
set the target of raising India’s
share in the global organic
market to20 per cent by 2030
and 40 per cent by 2035, Shah
said in his address at the
Earth Summit held at
Mahatma Mandir Convention
Centre in Gandhinagar. The
Government wants to
strengthen the cooperative
sector across the country, he
said. Earth Summit is a nation-
al initiative led by National
Bank for Agriculture and Rural
Development (NABARD) and
the Internet and Mobile

Association of India (IAMAI).
Shah said that after Narendra
Maodi became the prime min-
ister, rural development, agri-
culture, animal husbandry,
and cooperative sectors were
recognised as the crucial com-
ponents of the country's eco-

nomic system and overall
development.

“The vision of a fully devel-
oped India includes the well-
being of every citizen, and in
order to achieve that goal,
focusing on the cooperative,
agriculture, animal hus-

bandry, and rural develop-
ment sectors is essential,”
said Shah. “Under a definite
strategy, we have decided
thatin just a few years, we will
establish a cooperative insti-
tution in every panchayat.
We will create more than 50

crore active cooperative
members and triple the con-
tribution of cooperatives to
the country’s GDP," he added.

The Union Home Minister
informed the audience that
Banas Dairy in Gujarat has
developed a model for a cir-
cular economy in the dairy
sector and that model is now
available for replication across
the country.

Now, the cooperation min-
istry is working on developing
a similar circular economy
model for the sugarcane
sector in the country, Shah
announced on the occasion.
On the ministry's focus on the
organic farming sector, Shah
said the latest figures suggest
that nearly 49 lakh farmers
already adopted natural
farming and there is a huge
potential for the farmers.

“With the support of Bharat
Organics and Amul, we are
creating a chain of laborato-
ries for conducting organic
testing of farmers’ land and

produce as per international
standards so that farmers can
sell their organic food items
easily. At present, nearly 40
such organic products, like
wheat and rice, are already
sold online,”Shah said.

“We have set a target that
India will have more than 20
per cent share in the huge
global organic market by 2030
and 40 per cent share by
2035. For this purpose, we
have established two multi-
state cooperatives. While one
of them will buy organic prod-
ucts from farmers, another
will sell them. Money will be
directly deposited into the
bank accounts of farmers,”
he said.

About the Sahkar Taxi
service, a cooperative sector
initiative launched on trial
basis in Delhi recently, Shah
said nearly 51,000 drivers
have already registered for the
service. ‘Our taxi drivers will
receive their full earnings into
their bank accounts.
