He directed that rural cooper-
ative banks be integrated with
the Sahkar Sarathi platform,
while urban cooperative banks
should align with the National
Urban Cooperative Finance

and Development Corpora-
tion (NUCFDC).
Cybersecurity emerged as
a key focus area. Officials dis-
cussed the integration of Mule-
Hunter. Al with the Indian
Cyber Crime Coordination
Centre (14C) to improve the
detection and prevention of
financial frauds across cooper-
ative banking institutions. The
move is expected to strengthen
digital safeguards and reduce
vulnerabilities in the sector.
The meeting was informed

that Sahkar Sarathi will roll
out Aadhaar Enabled Payment
System (AePS) services later
this year. E-KYC services have
already been introduced in
some cooperative banks, with
plans to extend the facility to
100 banks by August 2026.

Shah also reviewed the
modernisation of urban coop-
erative banks through their
gradual integration with
NUCFDC, a step expected to
provide access to advanced
technology platforms and
improved operational support.

The meeting further exam-
ined efforts to expand organic
farming through coopera-
tives, The National Coopera-
tive Organics Limited (NCOL)
plans to increase procurement
from organic farmers.

SRINAGAR, JUNE 18: Comimis-
sioner Secretary, Cooperative
Department and Chairperson
of Jammu Central Cooperative
Bank Limited (JCCB), Yasha
Mudgal, on Thursday chaired a
meeting of the Board of Directors
of the bank at the Civil Secretar-
iat to review its financial and
operational performance and
outline a roadmap for sustain-
able growth and institutional
strengthening.

The meeting was attended by
members of the Board of Direc-
tors, senior officers of the Coop-
erative Department and repre-
sentatives of the National Bank
for Agriculture and Rural Devel-
opment (NABARD), Jammu.

Managing Director and Mem-
ber Secretary Des Raj presented
a detailed overview of the bank’s
performance during the financial
year 2025-26, highlighting prog-
ress in business growth, deposit
mobilisation, credit expansion,
recovery efforts, digital banking
initiatives and compliance with
regulatory requirements.

Reviewing key financial and
operational indicators as on
March 31, 2026, Yasha Mudgal
stressed the need for focused and
sustained efforts to improve the
overall health of the institution.

The Chairperson said that re-
ducing Non-Performing Assets
(NPAs) to benchmark levels
prescribed by the Reserve Bank
of India (RBI) must remain a
top priority. She observed that
improved asset quality would
strengthen the bank’s financial

position and facilitate regulatory
approvals and licences required
for future expansion.

Highlighting the core mandate
of cooperative banking, she di-
rected the bank to enhance out-
reach among farmers and rural
communities through its net-
work of affiliated Primary Agri-
cultural Credit Societies (PACS).
She stressed the need to expand
access to institutional credit and
strengthen the role of coopera-
tive institutions in supporting
agricultural and rural develop-
ment.

The Chairperson also reviewed
operational systems and direct-
ed that all customer accounts
should have valid nominations
to facilitate settlement of claims
in the event of the account hold-
er’s death. She further instruct-
ed the management to ensure
complete compliance with Know
Your Customer (KYC) norms and
other regulatory requirements
across all branches.

Reiterating the importance of
regulatory compliance, she di-
rected the bank to strictly adhere
to all guidelines, advisories and
supervisory directions issued by
the RBI and NABARD. She said
robust compliance mechanisms

are essential for transparency,
good governance and sustainable
growth.

consumer and fisheries co-
operatives. The sector has
significant growth poten-
tial and could achieve a
turnover of Rs 20,000 crore
through collective effort,”
said Sawant.

He said that if the vision
of ‘Sahakar se Samriddhi’
is followed, it will not take
long for the state to become
a field leader.

“The policy focuses on
computerisation of co-
operative societies, capa-

city building of members
and the adoption of mod-
ern  business practices,’
said Sawant.

With the newly inaugur-
ated Sahakar Seva Bhavan,
the department now has a
permanent facility for train-
ing and administration in-
stead of functioning from
rented premises, he said.

The Chief Minister said
that the government would
extend full support for the
strengthening of Primary

Agricultural Credit Societies
(PACS) and multipurpose
cooperative units,

“This is not just a gov-
ernment building; it is a
Sahakar Bhavan for every
worker and chairman in the
sector,” he said.

Sawant also said his gov-
ernment had fulfilled its
commitment to provide
employment to eligible
wards of freedom fighters.
